Pre-Game Quiz:

1. Fourth-and-Six on B36. Flyer A42 tries to keep Kicker A12’s bouncing punt out of the end zone by jumping
from the B2 and while airborne over the end zone he bats the ball back to the B5 where it deflects off B33 and
A45 recovers the ball at the B4. During the airborne punt A24 blocked B47 above the waist in the back at the
B29.

2.  Second-and-Four on B14. QBA12 throws a pass toward End A82 in the end zone. When B31 cuts in front of
AB82 to intercept the ball, A82 shoves him aside. The ball deflects off A82’s hands and B31 intercepts the ball in
the end zone and runs to the B6 where he fumbles the ball. A70 recovers the ball at the B5.

3. Fourth-and-Four on B12. On Kicker A14’s field goal attempt from the B19 the kick is blocked and rolls to the B7
where A48 shoves B81 into the ball and the ball rolls to the B ¥2 where A36 recovers the ball. At the snap Tight
End A84 and Wing Back A45 chop blocked B36 at the line of scrimmage.

4. Fourth-and-Three on B4. On the last play of the game Team B leads 28-20. QBA11 throws a pass toward
End A82 in the end zone. A82 leaps for the ball near the end line and controls the ball and comes down on
players, never touching the ground, and rolls over the end line.



5. Fourth-and-Six on B26. On a field goal attempted from the B33 the kick is blocked and rolls to the B6. B31
recovers the ball at the B6 and runs to the B22 where A46 tackles him by twisting the face mask. During
B31'’s run B65 clipped A50 at the B19.

Cases:

Case 1: With third down and 20 from B’s 40-yard line, Al accidentally steps out of bounds at B’'s 30 while running a
sideline pattern. Al returns inbounds at the 28. Quarterback A2’s forward pass is: (a) overthrown and incomplete; or
(b) caught by Al at B’s 25; or (c) in flight to A1 when B1 contacts him and it falls incomplete.

Ruling 1: In (a) and (b), it is illegal participation by Al. In (c), Al’s illegal participation and B1’s interference result in
a double foul and replay of the down.

COMMENT: When A1 goes out of bounds voluntarily or by accident, or delays his return after being blocked out by
an opponent, he commits an illegal participation foul when he returns inbounds. The spot of the foul is where he
returns inbounds. (10-2-1)

Case 2: Third and 10 from B’s 40-yard line. Al’s forward pass is intercepted by B1 on B’s 20 and returned to
midfield. End A2 accidentally steps on the sideline at B’s 30: (a) before, or (b) after the interception. In both cases A2
returns inbounds at B’s 25, but does not make any attempt to catch the ball or tackle B1.

Ruling 2: In (a), it is an illegal participation foul at B's 25 because A2 returned after being out of bounds prior to the
interception. No foul in (b) because A2 did not go out of bounds until after the change of possession with the
interception by B1.

Case 3: R23 catches K2's punt. During R23's advance (a) R76 inadvertently steps on the sideline, returns inbounds
and blocks K51 or (b) K60 inadvertently steps on the sideline returns inbounds and is blocked by R44.

Ruling 3: No foul in either (a) or (b).
Quiz Answers:

1. B 1/10 B30 — Ball became dead as soon as it broke plane of goal line. IBW enforced as PSK from
succeeding spot (20 yrd line)

2. A 3/19 @ B 29 —Since B is not in possession at end of down, and A foul fouled occurred prior to
change of possession, B can take result (A 1/10 A B5) or enforce OPI (15 yrd & LOD) from previous spot

3. B110@B1/20or A4/19 @ B27 —Touching by B81 ignored, B’s ball where recovered by A or enforce
CHB and replay.

4, Pass incomplete, GAME OVER

5. B1/10 @ B9% - B will decline A’'s FMM to keep the ball. CLP enforced ¥ distance from spot of foul
